Camping is on 
the same Festival Site, and local people visit during the day by buying a Taster ticket. 

The Festival kicks off with a Thursday evening concert for which separate tickets can be 
bought. You may arrive on Thursday from 13:00 until 21:00 (NO ACCESS AFTER 21:00hrs).  
Friday access will be from 9:00 am. Please indicate your time of arrival on the application form 
as accurately as possible.

WFF is encouraging everyone to reduce their carbon footprint, and we are asking our traders 
to contribute to this by reducing the amount of non-recyclable waste created over the 
weekend.  We are inviting all traders to outline the measures they can commit to, such as non-
plastic packaging, and recyclable bags.  We look forward to your suggestions, and are keen to 
publicise your efforts and the impact this will have. 

You will be responsible for controlling the litter and rubbish around your area.

Stall space 
 Traders:  Available in multiples of 1m units, calculated per linear frontage width.  A minimum charge of 3m 

frontage to be applied. 

 Genuine Crafters (stallholder making, and selling own products only) or Charity (registration number required) 
are entitled to 20% discount.  A minimum charge of 3m frontage needs to be applied. 

 If possible, vehicle and tent/caravan is to be parked behind the stall; however some stalls may be on hard 
standing. 

 Stallholders will need to supply their own cover and/or tables.  Please note that the Festival has very limited 
space indoors. 

 The Festival organisers reserve the right to accept or refuse any application.

 Please note that dogs are NOT permitted on site.

booking form to the Admin Office (address above), together with your cheque for the total amount for pitch, 
and electricity (if required).  Confirmation may be requested by emailing us. 

 Cheques from those selected to take part in the Festival’s Craft Fair will be banked Tuesday after closing date 
above.  Please make sure you have sufficient funds for your cheques to clear.  Insufficient may incur a charge. 

 We will send all successful applicants a receipt, which you will need to show on arrival at Festival Site.
